Healthy Ambitions Suffolk and Creating the Greenest County could hold an annual week long event during the school summer holidays, the HAS bus will spend at least one day in each local authority area working with the community to promote healthier greener lifestyles, this can include linking in activities on the bus such as cookery demonstrations with Creating the Greenest County campaigns such as Love Food Hate Waste, promoting green spaces as areas to be physically active, such as green gyms.
