Draft Guidance for Assessing Applications for HAS Business Awards
General

As this is a new scheme we will need to be prepared to adjust our assessment process as experience increases.

Owing to the diverse natures, sizes and focus of businesses it is not possible to lay down specific marking.  Much will need to be left to the discretion of assessors.

We should be as helpful as possible and offer advice on how the level of award applied for can be achieved as opposed to simply rejecting an application.

Marking

There are eight sections on the self-assessment form.

· Corporate sign-up and health and safety

· Mental health and stress

· Musculo-skeletal disorders

· Tobacco and smoking

· Alcohol and substance abuse

· Physical Activity
· Healthy Eating

· An additional section

Each section has a max. of 10 marks

The marks for the final (additional) section should take into account any points made by the firm and also how the employee feedback questionnaires corroborate the firms application

A Bronze award will be at least 30 marks

A Silver award will be at least 54 marks and a minimum of 6 marks for each section

A Gold award will be a at least 70 marks and a minimum of 8 marks for each section.
