	Rationale 
	The UK has one of the highest teenage conception rates in Western Europe and the government has set a target of reducing the rate of teenage conceptions by 50% compared to 1998 by 2010. 

In Suffolk, there are over 400 conceptions each year amongst young women aged 15 to 17. Of these around 46% end in termination. Approximately 240 babies are born to teenage mothers each year.  Although some of these pregnancies are planned, it is sadly the case that children of teenage parents are more vulnerable to poorer outcomes, and teenage parents may need additional help to access the full range of mainstream services and to return to education, training or employment when ready. 
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The role of alcohol in influencing risk-taking behaviour in teenage boys and girls has been reported in a recent local study by NORCAS.  Relationships education must be accompanied by accessible and unambiguous information and advice about contraception to equip young people to make positive choices. 

	Key Indicators of progress
	NI 112 under-18 conception rate (LAA2)
There has been a conception rate reduction of 16% between1998 and 2007, and Suffolk has made better progress than nationally. However, achieving the Public Service Agreement (PSA) target of a 45% reduction by 2010, will require a significant step change. 
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	Equality Impact Assessment (EIA)
	There is some link between teenage conceptions and areas of deprivation and lower education achievement, as illustrated in the fact that half the wards in the county with the highest teenage conception rates are in the most deprived areas of Suffolk. 
18 wards in the county have rates in the highest 20% in England, of which 8 are in Ipswich, 3 in Waveney, 3 in Babergh, 2 in Mid Suffolk, 1 in St Edmundsbury, and 1 in Forest Heath.
