
Update on activities to support the 
volunteering targets
Cross-cutting activity 3: 
Develop a series of activities to raise awareness at a local level of volunteering opportunities.
All the projects listed below are funded by Suffolk County Council and managed by Suffolk Volunteering Federations

Suffolk Infolink Champions

This project provides 75 volunteering opportunities over a two year to update the Suffolk Infolink website. Currently volunteer registration is on target for the period 2009 – 2010
Young Suffolk Infolink Champions

This project is tasked with providing 40 volunteers over a one year period (from July 2009) to update the Young Infolink website. Currently volunteer registration is on target for the period July – September 2009 
Suffolk 2012 Legacy Project

This project (from November 2009) will provide 270 volunteering opportunities for people to become involved in sport and cultural opportunities in the county over the next 3 years

Volunteer Suffolk Coastal

This project has attracted 26 volunteers in the first month of its operation and is targeted to provide 200 volunteers in its first 12 month period. It is unique in that all the work is carried out on an outreach basis
This project is funded by Age Concern Fitter Futures and Every Day Swim

The Welcome Project

This project provides volunteering opportunities for Senior Peer Mentors, recruited to encourage new older participants to a healthier lifestyle at the Bury St Edmunds and Newmarket leisure facilities
This project is funded by SCC and IBC

Volunteer Ipswich

This organisation, currently hosted by ICVS, has in the twelve months of its operation, provided 315 new volunteers registered and for the six months to September 2008 has attracted a further 408 new volunteers
Outcome 4: 


More people are able to volunteer their time in order to play a role in their communities and to provide capacity to organisations to build volunteering opportunities

Figures from the Suffolk Volunteer Centres network show that in the year since the baseline was produced (01.04.08) registration of volunteers has risen by 35% to 1727 and based on the April to September 2009 figures will rise by another 79% at March 2010 (See Page 3)
Outcome 4:

Develop a database of volunteering opportunities, including mentoring and befriending, for both volunteers and those organisations who wish to access volunteers.

The national volunteering database (www.do-it.org) shows 1543 volunteering opportunities available to the residents of Suffolk. This database is updated every fortnight by Suffolk Volunteer Centres
The Suffolk Sport website (www.suffolksport.co.uk) also has a variety of sport specific volunteering opportunities available 

The Young Suffolk website (www.onesuffolk.co.uk/youngsuffolk) also attracts young people to volunteering
