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BRIEF Summary OF REPORT

1. This report provides a brief summary of 2012 related activities undertaken since the Culture and Sport Delivery Partnership Board Meeting of 12th June 2009 and highlights key opportunities, information and dates going forward.

ACTIVITIES SINCE LAST MEETING
1. Suffolk's Big Weekend - 20th/21st June 2009 – Purpose – to build on the visiting friends and family market by encouraging Suffolk residents to sample visitor and cultural attractions across the county. Key achievements (when compared to the 2008 event), include 79% increase in the level of engagement from partners, 14% increase in ticket applications, a 14% increase in direct spend and press coverage generated to the value of £50,000.
2. Lord Coe Visit - 21st July 2009, Bury St Edmunds Leisure Centre.  Purpose - to showcase a range of 2012 inspired activity taking place in Suffolk.  Projects showcased - Great East Swim, Fit4Future and Healthy Ambitions Suffolk Challenge.

3. David Miliband Visit - 22nd July 2009, Northgate Sports Centre. Purpose – to provide the minister with an overview of the approach being taking in Ipswich and Suffolk to the London 2012 Games. Projects and organisations showcased - Orwell Panthers and Ipswich Harriers Athletics Clubs, Heath Primary School, Lap of Honour and Suffolk Disability Sport Academy.

4. Open Weekend - 24th-26th July.  The purpose of Open Weekend 2009 was to celebrate the 3 year anniversary of the opening ceremony of the London 2012 Olympic Games. The number of events from Suffolk that registered to be part of Open Weekend was 10. Whilst modest in number this represented a 3 fold increase on Open Weekend 2008.

5. Artists Taking the Lead - On 14th August it was announced that 5 projects from the East of England had been shortlisted for the £500,000 Artists Taking the Lead commission. One of the shortlisted projects is 'On Landguard Point' by the Pacitti Project.  On Landguard Point consists of large-scale public participatory events set in a number of East Anglian locations, including the historical site of Landguard Fort, in Felixstowe, Europe’s second largest trade port. There will also be live performances by Michael Nyman and a leading UK choreographer. These events will be documented and lead to the creation of a community feature film to be screened locally, nationally and internationally.  All five shortlisted projects are required to submit a final proposal by 21st September. The successful commissions will be announced in mid October.

6. Launch of Big Splash extension - 28th August - Timed to coincide with the anniversary of 3 years to go to the London 2012 Paralympic Games the launch announced an investment of £27,000 by Suffolk County Council's Aiming High Project to extend Optua's Big Splash initiative to Newmarket, Felixstowe and Lowestoft.

7. Azerbaijan - 2 coaches and 6 athletes from Azerbaijan visited Ipswich for a week long training camp between 27th August and 3rd September. It is understood that representatives of the National Olympic Committee of Azerbaijan will be visiting the town in November on a fact finding visit.

8. Suffolk County Council SportsAid Scholarships - Scholarships have been awarded to five more talented up and coming athletes bringing the total awarded to date to twelve.  They are Chris Walker-Hebborn (swimming) from Bury St Edmunds, Lewis Coleman (swimming) from Woodbridge, Abbie Thorrington (triathlon), Harry Martin (hockey) and Louise Jukes (handball) all from Ipswich. 
9. Healthy Ambitions Suffolk Challenge – reported at the last meeting the purpose is to is to motivate children to aim for 60 minutes of activity every day and eat five portions of fruit and vegetables a day. The latest monitoring figures show 6,030 Suffolk children registered (registrations now closed) with 987 of these having gone on to complete the bronze challenge, 472 the silver challenge and 41 the gold challenge so far.
LOOKING FORWARD

 

1. Great East Swim - 26th September, Alton Water, Nr. Ipswich. A one mile open water mass participation swimming event.
2. Bandstand Marathon - 26th and 27th September.  The bandstand marathon will be the next time the nation joins together to celebrate London 2012. Part of the Cultural Olympiad it features performances from 120 brass bands taking place across the country. In Suffolk 4 bands will play at the Great East Swim on 26th September whilst concerts will also be held at Christchurch Park, Ipswich and Elmhurst Park, Woodbridge on Sunday 27th September.
3. Promotion of Get Set Education Programme - a competition has been launched to encourage Suffolk schools to register for Get Set the official London 2012 education programme. Any schools registering before October half term will be in with a chance to win a visit from a Suffolk Olympian and/or Paralympian.
4. Promotion of Suffolk Pre Games Training Camp Venues – we have secured a presence at the World Gymnastics Championships on 13th and 14th October to promote Waveney and Ipswich Gymnastics Centres to the heads of delegation for competing nations.
5. Culture and Sport Volunteering Project – Led by Suffolk Volunteering Federation a culture and sport volunteering project is under development.  The project, which builds on the work of the Embrace Life Project will link potential volunteers to sporting and cultural opportunities and events taking place in the county and vice versa.  It will achieve this through:

· the development and promotion of a Suffolk events volunteering calendar allowing event organisers the opportunity to promote volunteering opportunities across Suffolk and potential volunteers to find event roles and contact the organisers; 
· a dedicated volunteer training programme aimed at providing essential skills for new volunteers, enhanced skills for existing volunteers and volunteer leadership/management skills; 
· access to advice and resources that will enable clubs and organisers to involve and support volunteers effectively at their activities and events. 
The project will also specifically focus on increasing the number of sporting and cultural organisations promoting or developing volunteering through their local volunteer centres. SVF are about to recruit a co-ordinator to develop the project further.
6. Bring the Torch to Suffolk Campaign – the campaign to bring the torch relay to Suffolk, embarked upon earlier this year, will be given a final push later this month so that we are in a position to present the torch relay organiser with information of where in the county Suffolk residents would like to see the torch visit.
7. Suffolk Youth Games – work is being undertaken, led by Suffolk Sport, to develop the Suffolk Youth Games in light of the implementation of the National Competition Framework and in order to exploit the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games to inspire, excite and involve our young people in sport and physical activity. 
  

CULTURAL OLYMPIAD NEWS
 

1. Unlimited – the 3rd major bid project is due to be launched September/October 2009. Unlimited will be the UK’s largest ever celebration of arts and disability, culture and sport. It will use the power of the Olympic and Paralympic Games to profile the creative talents and ambitions of disabled people and to challenge traditional perceptions of disability. It will incorporate a series of major commissions for disabled artists and organisations as well as providing workshops, mentoring, career and training advice. It is working in partnership with the British Council to effect real change through a series of international debates, seminars and discussions about the status of disabled people around the world. Details to follow when available.
2. Discovering Places - is another major bid project of the Cultural Olympiad exploring the historic, natural and urban environment. The first of the five major events that form the backbone of the project will take place during May Bank Holiday weekend, 1-3 May 2010    The ‘launch’ of Discovering Places, will be led by a focus on the ‘natural environment on people’s doorsteps’.  London 2012 will work with the network of designated National Nature Reserves (of which there are more than 220 throughout the UK), Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty, land owned and managed by the National Trust (and the National Trust for Scotland) and, importantly, the UK’s extraordinary collection of urban parks and significant open spaces within urban landscapes.  Their intention is to highlight the easy access and availability of these wonderful resources to local people through a series of events, promotions and special activities, working with the managers, owners and local authorities who run them. Details to follow when available.
3. Somewhereto - Somewhereto is the Legacy Trust Major Project for the Cultural Olympiad. It is a campaign for young people to gain the space they need to do the things that they are passionate about – music making, jewellery making and selling or playing sport for example. The programme targets young people between 16 – 25 and is not school based. It has been piloted in three areas across the country and has developed strands where it inspires young people to think about what they are passionate about doing; it supports young people to become campaigners for space; and it involves young people through celebration. National activity is expected to begin from January 2010.  Details to follow when available.
4. The Inspire Programme – Don’t forget that the Inspire Programme is the way that you can include your project as part of the Cultural Olympiad. Part of the 2012 brand family, the Inspire Mark recognises outstanding projects which have been inspired by London 2012 and which deliver on the three core values of the Cultural Olympiad. Inspire Marks are awarded to local, regional and national projects.
