Future Jobs Fund 

Round 1 of Future Jobs Fund has now been delivered with 196 actual starts and the remainder waiting for CRB checks which will take the number up to the target of 200.  The application for round 2 funding for 170 posts will now not go ahead in the light of the spending review at Central Government.  

SCC Employment Enterprise Advice and Guidance 

This SCC department has won a 3 year contract worth £5M PA to run the new Adult Advancement and Careers Service for the East of England.  In 2011 the service will also take on responsibility for the region’s Offender Guidance Service. 
Nextstep (offering advice and guidance on learning and careers) has seen over 11,000 people to provide them with advice about learning and work. The staff carried out follow up interviews with 25% of the people they have worked with over the last year.  28% had entered employment, 16% entered training education, training and learning, 1% continued education and training, 3% had obtained promotion, 14% gone onto to do other things.

	Development of an Enterprise Academy in Ipswich 

EEDA has approved a joint SCC / UCS grant application for £1M to develop the first Enterprise Academy for 16-19 year olds in the East of England.  The Enterprise Academy will be based at UCS. The Enterprise Academy will provide accredited qualifications in Enterprise to young people who often do not fit into the formal education route or who have a keen interest in business and enterprise development. The first cohort of 30 students is expected to start in September 2011.  The National Enterprise Academy that will fund the teaching and resources required.

The project is now focused on the development and delivery of an engagement strategy for potential students and development of a progression route post enterprise studies. These activities are being coordinated by an Enterprise Academy Steering group which includes representatives of UCS, EEDA, BT, Enterprise UK and both IBC / SCC.  

Suffolk Women’s Business Network
A new Suffolk Chamber run network for women and funded by SCC.  It will link into other partner organisations’ networks in Suffolk.
The Network will provide:

· Established network of inspired and entrepreneurial business women.

· A one-stop shop for business women.

· Six SBW specific events per annum and 40 delegates per event.

· 40% increase in women members to Suffolk Chamber of Commence women’s network from current baseline figure by end of year three.

· 40% increase in terms of membership in key sectors from current baseline by end of year three.

· 35% of businesses signed-up to the Enterprise Engagement Programme are owned by women

· 30 women having acted as ambassadors in a Young Chamber by end of year three.

Funded business centre incubator space

Funded by EP & SCC, the two Enterprise Agencies NWES and MENTA have received a total of £40,000 to enable them to provide fully funded workspace units to new businesses on a rent free, short-term basis.  The scheme will allow new companies to test trade for three months in order to see if their business idea is viable and to engage with business support services.   This short term usage should allow the companies to become established and confident enough to then take on their own unit on a commercial basis. The units are available in Lowestoft, Ipswich, Leiston and Haverhill and include offices and workshops.

Ipswich Empty Shop scheme

IBC is leading a new project (supported by SCC) to fund temporary accommodation for entrepreneurs within the creative industry sector to display their work and demonstrate their skills and practices within a public environment.  This project is part of a 3 pronged approach to support the town centre by making use of empty shops as the country comes slowly out of the recession.  The other 2 parts of the project include a shop for young people on the Young Chamber programme and a shop for new entrepreneurs to showcase their products.

The SCC funded Chamber of Commerce B2B trading platform continues to successfully grow:

· 1610 companies were registered of which non chamber members is 35%
· 1698 members were registered
· Approximately 65 tenders sent through system during March & April. 

Rural Economy Scheme 

Examples of recent business assisted by the Rural Economy Scheme are:

· The White Horse in Hitcham, which has diversified into bed and breakfast accommodation with our assistance, in a redundant outbuilding.  They have been visited by Quality in Tourism and given 4* Inn accreditation which will assist with the long-term sustainability of the pub. 

· The Marquiss of Cornwallis, Chedburgh is applying for a grant to open a small village shop on the premises with the full support of Greene King.  Greene King are looking at running this as a pilot. 

· Battisford Punchbowl will be our first community pub buy-out funded under the scheme, hopefully re-opening in late May.

National packages of support to help pubs that have recently been announced include:

· Business Link and Pub Is The Hub have £1m for advice and support over the next three years; and 

· The Plunkett Foundation has £3.3m over three years to assist community buy-out of 50 pubs in the country.

Stowmarket Town Centre

Three Suffolk councils have pooled their resources to provide financial support to the market town of Stowmarket.  Suffolk County Council, Mid Suffolk District Council (MSDC) and Stowmarket Town Council have together committed over £150,000 over the next 3 years to create a Town Centre Partnership as well as a Town Centre Manager post.

Stowmarket is an important town at the centre of our county.  Its population has expanded at 4 times the national average over the last 20 years and housing and employment growth will continue into the future.  Market Towns are the hubs of a rural region and this public sector partnership has combined its resources to support local services and improve retail business to help meet economic, social inclusion and greenest county ambitions. 

The project will also support wider infrastructure developments at Stowmarket (led by MSDC) including a potential lottery funding bid to support a £1.2m project to improve shops in the conservation area.  Other improvements planned for Stowmarket Town Centre include the £15m redevelopment of Ipswich Street, The Mix, a £4.8m youth centre, £2.8m development of the Museum of East Anglian Life and the  new John Peel Centre for Creative Arts.

Recent activity has included:

· POWER clusters’ mid term conference ‘Sharing Experiences’ showcased key highlights from the project in three key areas: skills, business and social acceptance. It was held at All Energy in Aberdeen (May 19 & 20, 2010) with more than 6900 people attending. 

· Events included a POWER cluster stand which promoted businesses from each of the POWER cluster regions including the East of England; a main conference session, a dedicated skills arena and a business to business event ‘moving up the supply chain’ which held more than 40 business meetings. 

· POWER cluster Mapergy was launched at All Energy. POWER cluster Mapergy is a web based offshore wind cluster map is currently being developed to easily identify where companies are located across the North Sea Region of Europe.  More than 500 companies across 6 European countries are on POWER cluster Mapergy including 30 Suffolk companies. 

One of the key project outputs is a study focused on what the offshore wind industry can learn from the oil and gas industry. Early findings suggest the following concerns:

· Standards from the oil and gas industry should be adopted before the offshore wind industry considers developing a different framework. 

· The availability of offshore construction equipment is going to be extremely limited because offshore wind is competing for resources with offshore oil and gas. 

· A substantial work force is needed in the offshore wind sector to build and maintain the offshore wind farms currently planned or under construction. It is widely recognised that there is a potential for a common pool of skilled people to work across both the oil & gas and renewables industries. However resources are currently limited.

	The contract has now been placed for the development of a pilot phase for the Suffolk ‘business 2 business’ Food Hub.  The pilot phase, due to be completed by early 2011, will provide an evidence base that will enable partners to decide on how to take the project forward.
If the Pilot Phase proves to be successful and is perceived to be financially sustainable, the development of an independent operation has the potential to deliver significant economic and commercial benefit to Suffolk.  These include:

· increasing the effectiveness of the Suffolk food supply chain supporting Creating the Greenest County;

· reducing distribution costs enabling food businesses to remain commercially viable and encouraging new businesses to set-up;

· developing new large scale markets for Suffolk produce, e.g. London;

· promoting the ‘brand’ of Suffolk food, also supporting the tourism offer;

· securing access to markets giving the growers and producers the confidence to expand production – addressing environmental and food shortage issues;

· increasing access to local food which supports the Healthy Ambitions targets.

Due to the innovative nature of our work around this sector, we have been asked to present at the LGA Rural Conference which is taking place in Chester in September on food distribution network

The first User Group meeting of 15 food related businesses has been held.  The User Group will be involved in testing the web site’s usability and assessing the commercial benefits offered to buyers, producers and distributors. Businesses taking part on a voluntary basis include Adnams, 3663, 3M producers, Marybelle Dairies, Tastes of Anglia, Suffolk County Council Procurement and Thorpness & Aldeburgh Hotels.   More businesses will be included to ensure a good cross representation.
