NOTES:

NI 186:

Independent analysis of the methodology behind the indicator reveals that local interventions are likely to only have a limited effect on the performance; quantified as up to 35%. We are working to establish evidence that our locally delivered actions will contribute 1.15% reduction per annum 2008-11 to meet our local target.

NI 188:

The county submitted the final outturn on 29 May 2009 to Central Government stating achievement at Level 1 of the assessment criteria. New funding for the Suffolk Climate Change Partnership ensures a co-ordinated approach across all of Suffolk’s authorities.

Work in ongoing and progressing well to achieve Level 2 during 2010.

NI 193:

The reduction from Q1 is because since 16 May 09 we are have been recycling rubble from the HWRCs and also transporting residual waste to the Colnbrook EFW plant for incineration. These two activities diverted approximately 3,000 tonnes of waste from landfill during Q2. We increased the volume transferred to Colnbrook to 10,195 tonnes at Q3 and finally 22,237 tonnes for the year up to 31 March 2010.

As at 14 April 2010 the NI 193 projected outturn for 2009-10 is 47.57% based on aggregate of quarterly outturn.

LT2b:

May 2009 survey result is 33.4% compared to the target of 33.5%, marginally missing the target by 5 people. Given the size of the sample this change is not statistically significant. The survey also shows a 0.8% year on year drop compared to 07/08; there are two current explanations being looked into:-

1) The council has widened the survey base this year to include extra companies plus additional people within existing companies – possibly these extra people have a tendency to be in the outlying offices so may have greater distances to travel, resulting in a drop in sustainable travel.

2) As a travel to work mode, bus travel has dropped this year by around 1% to 5.8% (5.8% share of the total 33.4%) - representing sustainable travel modes to work. The next survey is planned for May 2010.

LT3:

Pilot project 'Alde and Ore Futures' is well underway and being scheduled for completion in the autumn 2010. The learning from this work is key and will be applied to both governance and policy issues. It is now anticipated that level 1 and 2 targets should be completed by March 2011.

LT8: no target set for 2009-10; update commentary from Q3:

Baseline figure reported to CGC Delivery Partnership Executive is: 32% of County Wildlife Sites are under positive conservation management as at 31st March 2009. This figure will rise this year as more sites that are under Woodland Grant Schemes and other audited management schemes are validated.

PRG grants totalling £32K approved to increase woodland management and resurvey CWS.

SCC is working with the Forestry Commission, Norfolk County Council and private sector forestry consultants to create a joined up approach to increasing woodland management. We have also allocated £8,100 for surveys of County Wildlife Sites in FHDC, SCDC, SEBC, targeting amber light sites for which management plans have been prepared but for which evidence of implementation does not exist at the moment.
