Safer Suffolk Delivery Partnership

The Safer Suffolk Delivery Partnership has been the working title for this Partnership Board, and members of the SSDP are now invited to consider whether they would like to retain this name or chose another. 

Delivery Partnership
This is the generic term that is being used for all the partnership arrangements either existing or under development to deliver LAA 2 and Transforming Suffolk. However there is no requirement to use this, for example the Children’s Trust is not renaming itself the Children’s Delivery Partnership. 

The advantage of using the terminology Delivery Partnership is that it strongly identifies the Board with the SSP/Transforming Suffolk governance arrangements.
