whAt is the PARTNERSHIP BOARD BEING asked to decide?

1) To note the progress in respect of reducing the number of serious violent crimes committed in a public place where alcohol and substance misuse was a contributory factor (LAA Local Target 7).

WHAT ARE THE KEY ISSUES TO CONSIDER?

1) Resource Implications (Pooled/aligned funding, Human Resources etc)

Still to be determined.

2) Performance & Risk Implications 

The latest performance in respect of LAA Local Target 7 shows a deterioration, rather than an improvement, against the targeted performance. At the end of 2008/9 1395 offences were recorded against a target figure of 1284. It will now be necessary to achieve a 10% reduction over the next 2 years in order to meet the target.
3) Partnership Implications (SSP, LSP’s, Children’s Trust, CSP’s etc)

WHAT ARE THE TIMESCALES ASSOCIATED WITH THIS DECISION?
LAA2 is to be delivered in the period 2008-2011.

Main body of report
Following the last board meeting work has been progressing to identify the actions which need to be taken to meet this target.
On 7th April Chief Superintendent Mark Cordell met with the Government Office East (GO East) Community Safety Unit and SCC Community Safety Officers to discuss the options for a review of Night-Time Economy practice and procedures. GO East have offered the services of Tackling Violent Crime Coordinator and some support through a consultant. The coordinator will lead on focussed multi agency analysis of current activity within the three Safer Neighbourhood Team "hot spots" i.e. Lowestoft, Ipswich and Newmarket with a view to identify gaps when compared with "best practice" and then seek to fill the gaps. Chief Superintendent Cordell is seeking a holistic review of the whole Night Time Economy issues in these locations which will then inform action planning.

Chief Superintendent Cordell has been nominated as chair of the County Nightsafe Group. The group will work to support the delivery of the Local Area Agreement 2 Local Target 7, with specific focus on the preventative educational work that is required to achieve this.

 

Suffolk Primary Care Trust have provided funding of £50k to support delivery of LAA LT7 with a view to implementing interventions which will lead to reduced use of NHS services linked to alcohol. This funding was only made available at the end of March so this project is at the very early stages

 

Chief Superintendent Cordell has been invited to join the County Local Authority Licensing forum that meets bi-monthly. He hopes to take advantage of this opportunity to see if a more consistent county wide approach can be achieved in regards of licensing issues.

A more detailed report on the actions planned will be reported to the Board at the meeting in September.
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
