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Suffolk’s Performance Reward Grant
Performance Reward Grant is paid to top tier authorities as a result of achieving LPSA/LAA targets (LPSA2 targets formed part of LAA1 in Suffolk). Suffolk County Council has always shared the PRG with partners in recognition that the county council could not deliver the targets in isolation. This is seen as good practice, as the majority of other top tier authorities do not share the PRG with partners.
Although the LAA Joint Scrutiny Panel is interested in the current years PRG payments, this report provides an overview of the previous rounds of PRG before providing more detail about the allocation of this year’s PRG through Local Strategic Partnerships (LSPs).
Suffolk is now in its second round of PRG. During the first round Suffolk received 3 PRG payments.  In March 2009, Suffolk received the first payment of PRG against LPSA2/
LAA1 targets. The second payment is expected in March 2010. 

LSPA1, Payment 1, October 2006 - £3,015,809
LPSA1, Payment 2, April 2007 - £3,015,809
LPSA1, Payment 3, February 2008 - £1,080,290

LPSA2, Payment 1, March 2009 - £2,900,692

LPSA2, Payment 2, expected March 2010 - £5,010,220.26
LPSA1, payment 1 - October 2006
In 2006 Suffolk received its first round of PRG totalling £3,015,809. This funding was shared between partner organisations of the following basis:

50% to organisations (Police, PCT, Districts, Boroughs and County Council)

25% to SSP

25% shared between LSPs

Appendix 1 shows the total funding shared between partners for LPSA1 PRG.

There were no conditions placed on the funding (other than the 50/50 capital/revenue split passed down from Government) and partners therefore allocated as they saw fit. LSPs in general used the funding to support the work of the partner, either through delivery of projects to support their Community Strategy priorities or to help deliver relevant LAA targets.

The SSP held an open bidding process to allocate their share of the funding (£753,953). Although publicity and information about the funding was not extensive and tended not to reach further than partner groups or organisations involved in the SSP, there were a huge number of bids. Prioritisation of bids was a difficult process and resulted in lengthy delays to the allocation process.
LPSA1, Payment 2 – April 2007
The second round of PRG was received in Suffolk in 2007. Again, no conditions were placed on the funding (other than the 50/50 capital/revenue split).  
Learning from the first round and the problems with the bidding process, the SSP agreed to allocate their funding (£753,953) through the LAA block boards. Block Boards were asked to identify priority areas for which they would like to receive bids.

Grants could be applied for through a tender application process that was open to groups who could help deliver activities in the following areas;

· childhood obesity 

· engaging young people 

· strengthening links between communities and the natural environment 

· helping communities to reduce carbon emissions 

· promoting social inclusion 

· supporting social enterprises 

· improving rural service provision 

· supporting 2012 in Suffolk. 

89 applications were received requesting a total value from PRG worth £3,958,000. Applications were appraised by the External Funding and Programmes Team at Suffolk County Council using an objective appraisal framework agreed by the SSP. The completed appraisals were considered by the Local Area Agreement Block Boards as part of the decision making process to approve or not to approve the tender applications. All approved tender applications were ratified by the SSP Chief Executives Panel and final approval was given by the SSP Board on the 17th December 2007.
The decision making process for this round of funding was lengthy and bureaucratic due to the number of forums that had to agree the bids.

LPSA1, Payment 3 – February 2008 (outstanding cost effectiveness target)

In February 2003 Suffolk received £1,080,290 for the achievement of an outstanding LPSA1 target. This was shared with organisations and LSPs in the same way as previous LPSA1 PRG. Details of the amounts allocated can be found in Appendix 1.

The SSP Boards share of this funding (£270,073.00) was not allocated to any specific projects. Some funding has been used for SSP overheads such as the design and print of Transforming Suffolk, the community strategy launch event, members’ expenses and meeting costs etc.
LPSA2, Payment 1 – March 2009
In March 2008 the Accountable Bodies Group received a report looking at the effectiveness of LPSA1 PRG and how funding was used by LSPs and Organisations. The report found that PRG had been used by LSPs in a variety of ways which had resulted in the re-invigoration of partnership working. It enabled LSPs to support local projects to achieve community strategy priorities, empowered local groups to achieve solutions to local problems and prompted discussion and action around structures, systems and the future positioning of LSPs. 

Conversely, the report found that many of the public services who received a share of PRG appeared, in the main, to have used PRG to prop up existing service budgets and that many have welcomed the additional PRG funding to support existing commitments and budgets. 

The Accountable Bodies Group therefore went on to recommend to the SSP Board that the LPSA2 funds should be split between the SSP and the 6 LSPs, with a caveat that the funds must be spent on supporting LAA2 targets and with the overall control of the funds being at SSP Board level.

The SSP Board, at their meeting on 1 December 2008, agreed that LPSA2 PRG would be allocated on this basis, resulting in:

· 50% being shared between the six LSPs based on latest population estimates (see Appendix 2 for a breakdown in allocations)
· 50% being retained by the SSP Board 
In March 2009 Suffolk received its first payment of £2,900,692 in PRG. After sharing 50% of this with LSPs, the SSP Board agreed that 10% (£145,034.60) would be retained by the SSP Board as an Innovation Fund and the remaining £1,305,311.05 should be shared between the nine delivery partnerships with.
Each Delivery Partnership put forward proposals on how it would spend a share of the funding and the SSP Board agreed that each Delivery Partnership would receive an equal share of the funding (£145,034.60 each). The funding was focused around the following areas:
· ‘Additionality’ – projects should go beyond what is currently being delivered or will be delivered through the action plans.

· Innovation – projects should be ‘experimental’, looking at new approaches to delivery and doing things differently.

· Delivering wider Community Strategy outcomes – how will the projects contribute to the delivery of broader Community Strategy outcomes and cross cutting issues?

· Joint working – projects should be delivered by a range of partners or partnership groups, not single organisations.

The SSP Board has not yet allocated the Innovation Fund. 
Appendix 3 contains a breakdown of LSP projects funded by PRG and Appendix 4 shows how these projects are helping to deliver Suffolk’s Community Strategy objectives and LAA2 targets. 
LPSA2, Payment 2 – March 2010

In April 2010, Suffolk expects to receive £5,010,220.26. 50% of this will be shared with LSPs, as previously agreed by the SSP Board (see Appendix 2 for breakdown). 
Work is currently underway to develop a process for the allocation of the SSPs share of PRG through the Suffolk Collaborative.
