d) What could be done differently or add value to this work?

e) What is being done to build links into schools and sixth form centres?

f) How do LSP priorities and initiatives feed into this work?

g) How are the results of all this work fed into the outcomes for NI8?

Relevant background 

	On 22 July 2009 the Local Area Agreement Joint Scrutiny Panel received a presentation from Richard Hunt, Suffolk County Council (SCC), Head of Service Development, Adult and Community Service Office.  Following this presentation the Panel decided to focus their next scrutiny on the subject of culture and sport, with an emphasis on NI8 and cross cutting working, and set up a sub group to take this scrutiny forward.

On 1 September 2009 the sub group met to scope this scrutiny.  The sub group members received further input about the work of the CSDP from Denise King, SCC Cultural Partnership Manager.  The sub group also had representation from the Planning and Performance Improvement Team to help identify available data and information to help with this scrutiny.
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Why this is a scrutiny item

	· The CSDP are responsible for delivering against key LAA indicators NI18 and LT10.
· “Increased participation in culture, sport and recreational activities” is a focus area for achieving the cross-cutting issues identified in “Transforming Suffolk”. 
· Scrutiny can add value by making recommendations to help progressing and improve and progress cross cutting work in Suffolk
· Scrutiny can provide evidence to support the CAA assessment and addresses issues on joint working  identified in “Suffolk: Our Area – An assessment for submission to the Audit Commission”
· To establish if there is good practice that needs to be communicated
· To establish if there are areas for improvement
