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Relevant background 

	On 9 June 2009 the Local Area Agreement Joint Scrutiny Panel received a presentation from Jai Raithatha, Suffolk County Council (SCC) Head of Economic Development, and Helen Utteridge, SCC Policy Officer about the work of the Economic Prosperity Delivery Partnership (EPDP).  The Panel also received a copy of the EPDP Action Plan.  Following this presentation the Panel decided to focus their next scrutiny on the subject of economic development, and set up a sub group to take this scrutiny forward.

On 26 August 2009 this sub group met to scope this scrutiny.  The sub group members received further input about the work of the EPDP from Jai Raithatha, and Terry Clark of Choose Suffolk.  The sub group also had input from Paul Emeny from the Planning and Performance Improvement Team about the available data and information to help with this scrutiny.
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Why this is a scrutiny item?
	· The EPDP are responsible for delivering against key LAA indicators NI152, 154, 166, 172, LT4 and LT9.
· To be “The most innovative and diverse economy in the East of England” is a priority outcome for “Transforming Suffolk” 
· Scrutiny can add value by making recommendations for consideration in progressing “Expanding Suffolk’s Horizons” and in progressing and monitoring the EPDP action plan

· Scrutiny can provide evidence to support the CAA assessment and address issues identified in “Suffolk: Our Area – An assessment for submission to the Audit Commission”
· To establish if there is good practice that needs to be communicated

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Scrutiny Format

· Involve members of other Scrutiny Committees, or take information from their reports and findings

· Decide timescales for this work to enable a report back and final scrutiny in January 2010
· Ensure that other areas of concern or interest that are identified, but are not within the remit of this review, are referred back to the main LAAJSP for consideration for the forward work programme
